The whole of that wealth is held
in trust for the people and used exclusively
for their benefit. The cycle is thus com-
plete; what came from the people has
gone back to the people many times over."

J.R.D. Tata

Born in Paris on July 29, 1904, Jehangir
Ratanji Dadabhoy Tata was the second
child of Ratanji Dadabhoy Tata and his
French wife Sooni. The young Tata spent
his early years in Hardelot, a beach town
in France, where his interest in flying was
sparked off.

In 1938, on the death of Sir Nowroji
Saklatvala, chairman of Tata Sons, JRD
Tata was catapulted to the head of India's
largest industrial empire. He was barely
thirty four!

JRD guided the destiny of India's largest
business house for well over half a cen-
tury. In 1939, Tata Chemicals started its
struggle towards pioneering a self-reliant,
basic inorganic chemical industry for In-
dia, in the face of repeated crises. Just
before India's Independence in 1945,
Tata Steel promoted the Tata Engineering
and Locomotive Company (Telco) with the
objective of making locomotives for the
Indian Railways. Today, Telco has emerged

as the country's largest commercial vehicle
producer.

Over the years, JRD Tata helped establish
many new enterprises and consciously de-
cided to let the chief executives of various
Tata companies take over from him as
chairman. According to him the crux of the
matter lay in finding a person with a deep
sense of values, and then giving him the
latitude to carry on with his job.

His was a life which often shaped history:
He pioneered civil aviation on the subcon-
tinent, funded Homi Bhabha's ambition to
catapult India into the nuclear age, initi-
ated the family planning movement much
before it became the official government
policy, and bankrolled efforts to record and
preserve for posterity the country's price-
less folk arts.

Despite enormous pressures on his time,
JRD Tata took the role of a citizen very
seriously and never failed to be of service
to the nation. His nation-building activi-
ties began soon after he was appointed
trustee of the Sir Dorabji Tata Trust in
1932. The concept of establishing Asia's
first cancer hospital in Bombay was imple-
mented under his guidance in 1941.

In 1970, he started the Family Planning
Foundation jointty with the Ford Founda-
tion, and was instrumental in conditioning
the thinking of an entire generation, treat-
ing the issue as one of essential transfor-
mation of society. For his crusading
endeavours in the field, JRD Tata was be-
stowed with the United Nations Popula-
tion Award in 1992.

JRD firmly believed in employee welfare and
espoused the principles of an eight-hour
working day, free medical aid, workers'
provident scheme, and workmen's accident
compensation schemes, which were later
adopted as statutory requirements in the
country.

These measures were introduced at Tata
Steel, Jamshedpur, and many more were

added during JRD Tata's regime. In 1956
he initiated a programme of closer ‘em-
ployee association with management" to
give workers a stronger voice in the affairs
of the company. He also introduced a
scheme of 'ex-gratia payment for road ac-
cident while coming to or returning from
duty'.

JRD's passion for flying was fulfilled with
the formation of the Tata Aviation Service
in 1932. Thefirst flight of Indian civil avia-
tion took off at Drigh Road airfield in
Karachi on October 15, 1932, with JRD
Tata at the controls of the Puss Moth that
he flew solo to Ahmedabad, and onwards
to Bombay. In its first year of operations,
the Tata Aviation Service achieved 100 %
punctuality and chalked up a profit of Rs
10,000. Profits rose to Rs 66,000 in
1937 and Rs 6 lakhs the following year!

For these endeavours, JRD Tata was
awarded the country's highest civilian
honour, the Bharat Ratna, in 1992—aone
of the rare instances when the award was
granted during a person's lifetime. On his
death, the Indian Parliament was ad-
journed in his memory—an honour not
usually given to private citizens. His home
state of Maharashtra too declared three
days of mourning when he passed away
on November 29, 1993.
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
