The Preliminary Round  
The participating teams (2 members per team) will be divided into groups in the preliminary 
round. 

March 6, 2020 
TIME: 9:30 AM to 12:30 PM   
Topic will be communicated on March 5, 2020.  

 
The Semi Finals 
Teams selected from the preliminary round would debate in the semi-finals. 

March 6, 2020 
TIME: 3:30 PM to 5:30 PM   
Topic will be given immediately after the preliminary round.  

 

The Grand Final 
Teams from the Semi-Final would have an opportunity to debate in the finals. 

March 7, 2020 
TIME: 10:00 AM- 1:00 PM  

     Topic for the finals will be announced on the evening of March 6, 2020 after the semi-finals.  

 

The Prizes: 
 

The Total cash prize amounts to Rs.1, 00,000 

 

First Prize: Rs. 51, 000 plus the Gold Medals and a Rolling Trophy  

First Runners Up: Rs. 25, 000 plus the Silver Medals 
 
Second Runners Up: Rs. 5, 000 for each team  

The Semi Finalists Cash prize: Rs. 3, 000 for each team 

The Best Speaker Award: Rs. 10, 000 
 
The Best Interjector Cash prize: Rs. 5, 000 
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Rules for the Vivekananda Memorial Debate: 

 

 Speaking time 3 minutes per speaker                                 

 2 refutations of 3 minutes allowed from the participating teams 

 1 refutation allowed from the audience

 Each team would have two members subject to a maximum entry of 2 teams per college  
 One member will be in support of the topic, while the other would not be in affirmation 

 Please carry your VMD ID cards, while at IILM Campus   
 The Computer Lab and the Library will remain open till midnight on the days of the Eighteenth 

Vivekananda Memorial Debate  
 Local teams will be issued guest passes and may bring in ten guests per team. For teams wanting to 

bring in more audience from their institution, please contact the VMD student/faculty coordinator  
 Adjudication will be done by eminent personalities from Academia, Media and Bureaucracy  
 Travel allowance (to and fro) for outstation teams qualifying to the final round subject to a maximum 

of Rs.7500/- per college team.
